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CLOSING REPORT

BulkSolids India 2010: Successful premiere in Mumbai
BulkSolids India in Mumbai ended on 3 March 2010 after two intensive days. Almost 800 conference and exhibition participants exchanged views at a high level and followed the presentations of the specialists in the Nehru Centre. “With BulkSolids India, we have entered the right market with the right theme at the right time,” the responsible organizers from Vogel Business Media and NürnbergMesse are agreed. “The conference with accompanying exhibition is exactly the right get-together for the processing sector to discuss the market’s latest developments and trends.
